Anthropology, Sociocultural and Linguistic Anthropology Concentration

The Sociocultural and Linguistic Anthropology Concentration offers
students a program of more focused coursework in these closely related
fields. Sociocultural anthropologists study the daily lives of people
around the world, both at home and abroad. They conduct field research
to get a hands-on feel for people’s lives and passions and examine
everything from beauty pageants to political protest marches, from
Disney films to the lab practices of nuclear scientists. Sociocultural
anthropology distinguishes itself from other disciplines by its conviction
that these local and personal details offer a crucial window on the largest
processes and problems of our time, from globalization to race relations
and violence.

Linguistic anthropology complements sociocultural anthropology with
detailed attention to spoken and signed languages—their structure

and use in the daily lives of people around the world, both at home

and abroad. Linguistic anthropologists examine such things as the
“English Only" movement in the United States, the persuasive language
of advertising and politics, racism and hate speech, oral/gestural
storytelling traditions around the world, communication in the classroom,
on social media, or at the United Nations, as well as how the way we talk
creates our sense of self and reality.
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A Major Plan of Study Form must be completed and submitted to the LAS
Student Affairs Office before the end of the fifth semester (60- 75 hours).
Please see your adviser.

Departmental Distinction: The department may award distinction, high
distinction, or highest distinction to any Anthropology major whose
overall and major grade point averages are 3.25 or higher; and who
successfully completes 33 hours of anthropology courses, including 4-6
hours of ANTH 494 and ANTH 495 resulting in an Honors Thesis. The
level of distinction is based on evaluation of the honors thesis. See the
departmental academic advisor for details.

All students must discuss their selection of coursework with a
departmental adviser.
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General education: Students must complete the Campus General
Education (https:/courses.illinois.edu/) requirements including the
campus general education language requirement.

Minimum required major and supporting course work: Twelve hours
of 300- and 400-level Anthropology courses must be taken on this
campus.
