5 Year BALAS /MA in Italian and European Union Studies

are met for the degrees; the BALAS and MA degrees will be conferred
separately and independently.

Proficiency in Italian Literature and Culture: acquire familiarity with
Italian literature and culture, their history and their contexts, as well
as the critical tools used in their analysis.

5. Competence in Italian linguistics: acquire competence in the
structure and history of the Italian language.
